Those who wish can actually mark one or more of their completed quilt tops, then pin it and start quilting their quilt.  Jill now has more than 1,200 stencils in her collection that she will bring for students to use to mark their quilts at the retreat.  Learn the “Fudge Factor” and how to adjust the pattern to fit the area to be quilted.  Others might want the opportunity to just learn to machine quilt “like Jill”.  This is all possible at the retreat.

There will be lots of room for everyone with plenty of table space which will enable you to spread out and work.  There will also be pinning stations set up and available for each of you with many hands to help with the layering and pinning of your quilts.  Jill will demonstrate her fool-proof method of pinning that will ensure no overlapping of your quilt back.  Remember, you don’t have to be an expert machine quilter to enjoy this weekend.  All levels will be addressed and you will find many things that will help strengthen your machine quilting skills.

Jill will have several short lectures and demonstrations throughout the weekend as well as being there to help with individual selections of quilting designs and to answer all of your questions that may arise.

Some of the lectures and “How To” demonstrations will be:

· How to create the perfect feathered wreath or feather

· How to quilt perfect feathers every time

· How to do Trapunto by Machine

· Background stitches will be introduced to help complete that special look on your quilt background 

· Plus, just about everything you ever wanted to know about machine quilting but were afraid to ask

There will be lots of drawings and door prizes.  Jill will also be bringing her famous “Car Shop” with all sorts of quilting supplies.  Whatever fits in the car, she will bring.  There will be a large selection of quilting stencils for sales so that you can start or add to your stencil collection.
For those of you who might wish to learn or improve their machine quilting skills, there will be several projects that you might choose to work on instead of marking a quilt top.  These projects are:

· Introduction to Machine Quilting – beginner level
· Mini Whole Cloth Wall Hanging – beginner plus level

· Trapunto by Machine Wall Hanging – beginner plus level

· Table Runner with matching placemats – beginner plus level

· Sashiko Sampler – Intermediate to Advanced level
