Machine Quilting Instruction


Hello to all my machine quilting friends!  Thank you for your interest in the Machine Quilting Getaway in beautiful Trinidad by the Sea in Northern California.  Returning this year by popular demand, come join National Award winning machine quilter, Jill Schumacher, for a fun 3 days of machine quilting, lectures and demonstrations while having a great time with friends and improving your machine quilting skills.  This is all done on your home sewing machine.  The retreat is being held in downtown Trinidad at the Town Hall on February 23, 24, 25, 2012.  This year is a bit different in that I am now offering an extra half day of quilting time.  Not only will you be there for 3 days, but I am also allowing you to get into the hall on Wednesday afternoon, February 22nd, from 4:00 pm-6:30 pm for early seat selection and setting up your “stuff”.  No instruction will be given on this day.  We will begin bright and early on Thursday at 9:00 am and quilt until 9:00 pm. Friday, 9:00 am-9:00 pm and on Saturday, 9:00 am-4:00 pm with clean-up to follow.  Due to such an overwhelming response to my Trinidad retreat each year, I have decided to have two sessions next year.  I will also offer the same retreat in Trinidad at the Town Hall on October 25, 26, 27, 2012 with an early setup on October 24th from 4:00 pm – 6:30 pm.  Please indicate on the Registration form, which session you’d like to attend.

For some time now, students have asked for a retreat where they can come to improve their quilting skills.  There’s just so much to learn and a one day class only touches the surface. The many requests have inspired Jill to create such a retreat.  There is something for everyone and every level of machine quilting experience.  Those who wish can actually mark one or more of their completed quilt tops, then pin it and start quilting their quilt.  Jill now has more than 1,200 stencils in her collection that she will bring for students to use to mark their quilts at the retreat.  Learn the “Fudge Factor” and how to adjust the pattern to fit the area to be quilted.  Others might want the opportunity to just learn to machine quilt “like Jill”.  This is all possible at the retreat.


There will be lots of room for everyone, with plenty of table space which will enable you to spread out and work.  There will also be several pinning stations set up and available for each of you with many hands to help with layering and pinning your quilts.  Jill will demonstrate her fool-proof method of pinning that will ensure no overlapping of your quilt back.  Remember, you don’t have to be an expert machine quilter to enjoy this weekend.  All levels will be addressed and you will find many things that will help strengthen your machine quilting skills.


Last year we had nine new beginning quilters that attended the retreat.  By the end of the retreat, they were all machine quilting and left with huge grins on their happy faces.  So, if you feel the need to strengthen your skills, just have fun quilting without interruptions, or just to have a getaway with friends, this will be a great opportunity for lots of time for fun and quilting.


Jill will have several short lectures and demonstrations throughout the weekend as well as being there to help with individual selections of quilting designs and to answer all of your questions that may arise.

Some of the lectures and “How To” demonstrations will be:

· How to create the perfect feathered wreath or feather

· How to quilt perfect feathers every time

· How to do Trapunto by Machine

· More new background stitches will be introduced (hot off the drawing board)

· Returning this year will be Jill’s Sashiko Sampler wall hanging.  (This is geared toward the intermediate to advanced quilter)  
· Plus just about everything you ever wanted to know about machine quilting but were afraid to ask

· New surprises this year with several new patterns available

· Table Runner with matching placemats and also whole cloth patterns to create
· Jill’s New Books – How Do I Quilt That Design Vol. 1 and How Do I Quilt That Stencil Design Vol. 2.   You’ll love ‘em!

There will be lots of drawings and door prizes during the entire retreat.  Everyone will be a winner!  Jill will also be bringing her famous “Car Shop” with all sorts of quilting supplies.  Whatever fits in the car, she will bring.  There will be a large selection of new quilting stencils for sale so that you can add to your stencil collection.  Jill will have batting squares of both poly and wool for those who might want to try trapunto on their quilt in a section or do a mini wall piece.  These squares are perfect for both the Mini Wall Hangings and the Trapunto by Machine projects.  Larger packages of batting will also be available for purchase.

This year the meals will be a bit different.  Jill will be having the dinners catered on both Thursday and Friday evenings.  Jill will have several deli platters on Thursday, Friday and Saturday for lunch so that you won’t have to use your valuable quilting time to run out and try and find some place to eat.  I promise that no one will go hungry.

If anyone would like to bring desserts or goodies to share, that would be most appreciated because Jill doesn’t know when she will find the time to bake.  In past years, everyone brought the most delicious desserts so hopefully, it will be the same again this time.  We certainly won’t go hungry.

Coffee, tea and bottled water, as well as cups, plates, flatware, and napkins will also be provided by Jill.  If you have a special desire, feel free to bring it along.

Note:  Breakfast will not be provided so you are on your own for that.  Check with the motel that you will be staying at as most of them do have continental breakfast available.


For those of you who will be traveling from out of the area, there are many nice motels for you to stay.  These will be included in your packet once you register.   It is recommended that you secure your lodging arrangements in advance so that you will ensure a place to stay.  There is also several Bed and Breakfast lodgings located right in Trinidad within walking distance of the Town Hall.  There’s even an RV park in Trinidad for those of you who might wish to bring your motor home.


There are many beautiful sites to see in the local area and of course, the beautiful and majestic California Coastal Redwoods.  You can check with the Chamber of Commerce for suggestions on sightseeing.
